Celebrating 100 Years with Maine Sea Coast Mission

] n 1911, our early sisters began a relationship with the Maine Sea Coast Mission that thrives with Sigma Kappa today. The 2,500 islands

scattered along the coast of Maine are isolated from food, medical supplies and other necessities, especially during harsh New England winters.
Donated goods are taken to those in need by the Maine Sea Coast Mission’s icebreaker ship, and early Sigma Kappa members were active
volunteers in the effort, especially in making and donating gifts for the children at Christmastime. In 1918, Sigma Kappa formally adopted the
Maine Sea Coast Mission as its first philanthropy in honor of Sigma Kappa’s five founders from Maine. Since then, Sigma Kappa members have
provided more than $1 million in monetary support, donated goods and Christmas gifts to benefit the less fortunate living in Downeast Maine,
including a gift of over $22,000 from Sigma Kappa Foundation in 2010.

T o commemorate 100 years of partnership with the Maine Sea Coast Mission, the Sigma Kappa Foundation will launch a campaign to secure
gift cards for the Maine Sea Coast Mission to utilize in their annual Christmas program in support of those inhabiting the isolated islands
along Maine’s coast.

T he campaign will culminate in a nationwide competition, with a unique opportunity for one member of each winning alumnae and collegiate
chapter in each of our five districts. The women selected by the winning chapters will travel to Maine, November 4-6, 2011 and experience a
weekend of service and celebrating our values with select members of the Foundation board of trustees and Sigma Kappa national council.

Guidelines for this campaign are as follows:
- Sigma Kappas are asked to collect gift cards for distribution to the Maine Sea Coast Mission in 2011.
- Gift cards should be:
o For stores with a national presence and a website
o Ideally in denominations of $10-$15.
o Larger denominations are also welcomed and can be used to purchase new toys, games, books and other supplies for the Christmas
program
0 Good for an extended period of time without penalty (at least through December 31, 2012)
o Submitted to Sigma Kappa Foundation no later than June 1, 2011.
- A winning alumnae and collegiate chapter will be selected from each region and announced at the Collegiate Officer Training School in
June 2011.
o The winners will be determined by identifying the chapters that contribute the highest dollars in gift cards per member (new and
initiated)
o The chapters will then submit the name and contact information for the sister who will attend the service learning trip to Maine Sea
Coast Mission. These names will be due by August 15, 2011. Must be an initiated member of Sigma Kappa.
